The stub or counterpart of each ticket shall bear the name and address of the
holder, the number of the ticket, the raffle license number issued for the
occasion and the identification number of the licensed organization.

Personal or professional services;
Alcoholic Beverages;

Foreign or domestic coins;

Tobacco products;

Motor vehicles leases or;

Any merchandise refundable in any of the foregoing or in money or cash

A prize consisting of money or cash shall not be
offered or awarded except in the case of:

1. A raffle conducted by drawing with the prize(s) equaling 50
percent of the amount received for all the tickets or rights to
participate, a calendar raffle within the limits set in N.J.A.C.
13:47-8.22; an instate raffle game within the limits set forth in this
Chapter; or

2. Any bingo game(s) conducted in accordance with the provisions of
this chapter and the Bingo Licensing Law, N.J.S.A. 5:8-24 te seq.;
or

3. Big six wheels and horse race wheels conducted in accordance
with the provisions set forth in N.J.A.C. 13:47-8.
