 Help Protect our Groundwater by the Following: 
· Limit the use of Fertilizers. If you must use lawn fertilizers, garden chemicals and pesticides use them sparingly and according to the directions. More is not better.  Excess chemicals and nutrients will be carried away by storm water run-off.  
· Control soil erosion.  On your property plant native ground covers and stabilize erosion prone areas.  Trees, shrubs, and groundcover will absorb up to fourteen times more rainwater than grass lawn and don’t require fertilizer.
· Limit the area of impervious surfaces.  When landscaping use materials that allow water to soak into the ground.
· Maintain your irrigation system.  Water from your sprinklers should never enter the street.  This is not only a waste of water; it is a source of unnecessary run-off.
· Placement of gutters. Gutters and downspouts should be directed toward grass, gravel, planted or wooded areas and not onto paved surfaces, such as driveways and sidewalks.
· Washing your vehicles.  Wash your vehicles on porous surfaces to allow soapy water to soak into the ground and not into stormwater systems.  Also, always use a nozzle to prevent water from running when not in use.  
· Don’t hose down driveways or sidewalks.  Dry sweeping paved areas, along with careful trash disposal, are simple effective methods of reducing pollution.
· Proper use and disposal of hazardous products. Dispose of used oil, antifreeze, paints and other household chemicals properly.  Always clean up spilled brake fluid, oil, grease, and antifreeze.  Never hose them into the street and never dispose of them in storm drains.
· Don’t Litter. Always place litter, including cigarette butts, in trash containers.  Never dispose of litter in the street or into a storm drain.
· Clean up after your pets.  Pet waste contains bacteria and nutrients that are a source of pollution.
